2011 PRE and POST TOURS: from North to South Louisiana

Louisiana and Mississippi Kappas invite you to travel from North
to South Louisiana as you join us for the Pre and Post tours. Our
destinations will provide you with a time to get away, relax, and
recharge.

Wednesday, June 22 you'll head for the historic town of
Natchitoches, established 1714. We'll stop on the outer edge of
town for a guided tour of a National Historic Landmark—Melrose
Plantation—-the home of famous primitive artist, Clementine
Hunter, and stroll beneath the moss laden oak trees. A local tour
guide will join us downtown to tell us about Historic Natchitoches
Louisiana—a National Landmark Historic District. You may
remember Natchitoches from the movie “Steel Magnolias”! Front
Street, overlooking Cane River Lake, is filled with mercantile
buildings and houses with cast iron grillwork. You will want to
visit the Kaffie-Frederick Hardware Store established in 1863
and operated continuously as a general mercantile to the present
time. The store still uses the original cash registers and the
freight elevator from 1890s. Shopping is wonderful on Front
Street and you will find numerous places to tempt your taste
buds and enjoy viewing the river walk.

Following the convention in Shreveport, we will depart the
Clarion Hotel to one of the world’s most popular travel
destinations, New Orleans. You will want to come and get
spoiled by New Orleans’ special brand of Southern hospitality.
We will leave early Sunday morning, June 26, for a special
evening in New Orleans. Sunday night will find us “cruising down
the Mississippi River” on the steamboat “Natchez” for a
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Riverboat Dinner Cruise with breathtaking skyline view of “the
Big Easy".

Monday morning a bus trip with a local guide will highlight the
city as you view the French Quarter, St. Charles Avenue,
downtown area, a local cemetery, and end at Mardi Gras World.
In the afternoon your free time will allow you to shop at the
Riverwalk Mall, visit the aquarium, Jackson Square, St. Louis
Cathedral, World War Il museum, or ride the famous street cars.
Our hotel has shuttles that will transport you to the World War I
museum, etc. Don’t forget to enjoy some famous New Orleans
food.

Tuesday morning we will say farewell to New Orleans and head
back to north Louisiana. En route you will visit the beautiful
Louisiana Old State Capitol Building in Baton Rouge. This
building is recognized as one of the most distinguished examples
of Gothic architecture in the United States, with towers, exterior
stained glass windows and gables giving it the appearance of a
15™ century Gothic Cathedral.

Leaving Baton Rouge, we'll have lunch en route and return to the
Clarion Hotel in Shreveport in the late afternoon.

The post tour price includes lodging/roundtrip transportation,
entry fees for all visits, and dinner on the steamboat. Breakfast
will be provided by the Drury Hotel. The hotel has Happy Hour
from 5:30 p.m. — 7:00 p.m. with food.

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PLANTATIONS AND STEEL MAGNOLIAS
A NATCHITOCHES, LA TOUR JUNE 22, 2011

Join your friends of Kappa Kappa lota on this pre-convention tour to the Deep South
and Central Louisiana. You'll stroll on the grounds of Melrose Plantation beneath the
moss laden oak trees and gentle summer breezes and enjoy a guided tour of this National
Historic Landmark. The early plantation consists of three main structures: the circa 1796
Yucca House that was a Colonial residence, the circa 1800 African House that was a
slave fort and provision house, and the .
circa 1833 Big House. Clementine
Hunter, a former slave and resident, is one of Louisiana's most famous folk
artists and whose works are on display at Melrose.

Next, you will tour Natchitoches, LA with a local tour guide. Natchitoches
is the quaint and perky town in the movie Steel Magnolias! Experience the
charm of the original French colony in Louisiana, established 1714. You will
see some of the film locations while on our city tour and discover the
Landmark Historic District with shopping, dining, and attractions plus fort
sites, museums, cultural events and festivals.

Other teacher training includes
Thematic Integrated Units and Kidspiration as well as guidance
for dealing with the differences between Nepal and U.S.
schools.

The 80 students
delight in seeing the 15
adventurous souls (teachers S§*
and staff) from Kavya School ./‘ '
arrive with pencils, pens,
exercise books, Carrom game boards, badminton sets, soccer
balls, jump ropes, volleyballs, glue, colored pencils, crayons,
drawing and writing paper, water bottles, tape, erasers, Nepali
dictionary, 120 children’s books, water buckets, scissors, math
instrument boxes, teacher diaries and red pens with refills.
